Fearing that her crime has been discovered, she writes him a letter confessing all. He goes in search
of her, and comes upon the scene just as she has fallen down a lift shaft whilst in a state of somnabulism.
Terribly injured, she is conveyed to her room for an operation, but the sight of the chloroform mask
proves too great a shock, and she falls back dead.
